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Regulations for Higher Doctorates 
1. The following degrees of the University are designated Higher Doctorates and are governed by this regulation:
a. Doctor of Letters (DLitt)

b. Doctor of Science (DSc)

c. Doctor of Law (LLD)

2. A Higher Doctorate may be conferred upon those who are deemed by the Senate to have distinguished themselves by their substantial and original contributions to the advancement of learning in some subject which falls within the purview of the University.  Candidates for a Higher Doctorate must be a graduate of the University of at least 5 years standing or a member of the Academic Staff of the University who has been employed in the University for at least three years and is still so employed when submitting their application.
Application 
3.  In order to become a candidate for a Higher Doctorate, an eligible person shall submit an application on the prescribed form to the Director of Graduate School Services.  Applications shall comprise:
a. Five copies of a full statement specifying the grounds for the application for the award 

b. Three copies of published work which the candidate wishes to be considered in support of the application 

c. Five copies of the list of published work submitted to support the application. The candidate shall state in this list whether any of the publications has previously been submitted in whole or part for an award of any University and, if so, the outcome of that submission.   Where a publication is jointly authored, the candidate shall state precisely in the list of publications the candidate’s contribution to each of them.  

The fee specified in the List of Fees shall be paid on submission of the application.
Consideration of the Application 
4. On receipt of an application, the Director of Graduate School Services shall inform the Dean of Postgraduate Research Studies, who shall then appoint a Research Dean to give prima facie consideration to the application, in conjunction with a member of academic staff deemed to have requisite expertise and seniority, appointed by the Research Dean.  The Research Dean and member of academic staff shall determine whether the application has sufficient merit prima facie to warrant consideration by Examiners. 
5. Where an application is deemed to warrant consideration, the Dean of Postgraduate Research Studies shall recommend to the Senate no fewer than three Examiners of whom a majority shall be persons other than members of the academic staff of the University. 

6. If it is determined prima facie that an application does not warrant consideration, the candidate shall be informed by the Director of Graduate School Services and shall be entitled to a partial refund of the fee. 
7. A candidate whose application has been determined prima facie not to warrant consideration by Examiners shall have the right to request a review of the decision.  A candidate wishing to request a review must submit the request in writing to the Director of Graduate School Services within one month of notification of the decision. 

A review of the decision shall be undertaken by the Pro-Vice Chancellor (Research and Innovation) (or another Pro-Vice-Chancellor as an alternate) who may consult with academic staff, as appropriate. If the Pro-Vice-Chancellor determines that the initial decision is well-founded, the decision shall stand. If the Pro-Vice-Chancellor determines that the application does warrant consideration by Examiners, Examiners shall be appointed in accordance with paragraph 5 and the normal examination process shall be undertaken. 
Examination of the Application 
8. Each Examiner shall be required to consider the application and write a report stating their view as to whether the candidate has sufficiently distinguished themselves by their substantial and original contributions to the advancement of learning to merit the award of the degree.  The reports shall be submitted to the Director of Graduate School Services who shall submit the reports to the Dean of Postgraduate Research Studies. The Dean of Postgraduate Research Studies shall consider the reports and submit his/her recommendation, together with the reports, to the Senate.

9. The Senate shall consider the recommendation of the Dean of Postgraduate Research Studies and has the power to approve the award of a Higher Doctorate. 

10. The Director of Graduate School Services shall be responsible for notifying the candidate of the decision of the Senate. 

11. A candidate who has not been awarded the degree shall have the right to request a review of the decision on any grounds other than academic judgement.  A candidate wishing to request a review must submit the request in writing to the Director of Graduate School Services within one month of the notification of the decision.  The review shall be conducted by a Pro-Vice-Chancellor (Research and Innovation) (or another Pro-Vice-Chancellor as an alternate). 
12. The disposal of the copies of the work submitted under paragraph 3 shall be at the discretion of the University, but normally the University shall retain one copy and other copies shall be returned to the candidate.
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
