
Criminal Convictions pre-enrolment task for new students 

For some new students who haven't yet declared whether or not they have a criminal conviction, you may 

be asked to declare this now before online enrolment opens to you. 

To check if this applies to you on a PC/laptop you can hover your mouse over the greyed out 'Online 

Enrolment' box and a pop-up message will appear telling you what you need to do. On a mobile device you 

can see the same message if you 'long press' on the greyed out 'Online Enrolment' box.  

If you are one of these students then the 'Home' screen of your RISIS portal will look similar to the below 

and you will need to press the red 'Criminal Convictions' button to complete the required task. Once this is 

complete, the 'Online enrolment' box on your Home page should become available. (Please note: if you are 

using a mobile device then the red 'Criminal Convictions' button may appear below the 'Enrolment 

overview' box and so you'll need to scroll down to find this.)
