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What is the University of Reading NQT Award?
The University of University of Reading NQT Award is a series of research-informed, academic-led sessions that are designed to support and encourage NQTs be reflexive, evidence-informed practitioners. A specific focus is reflecting on aspects of teaching and learning that research shows are most impactful in raising attainment and disrupting educational inequalities. 
The programme is not designed to replace or duplicate the normal NQT induction training. 
Additionally, the University of Reading NQT Award aims to bring NQTs together from a variety of schools to share best practice and develop a network of support. 
Programme outline
The University of Reading NQT Award has been developed as part of the university’s wider work around reducing educational disadvantage and increasing access to HE. Research shows that what goes on in the classroom makes the biggest difference and that high-quality teacher professional development can play a key role. 
It has also been shown that CPD can no longer be seen exclusively as attendance at short workshops. To be effective CPD must provide opportunities to reflect on practice, engage in dialogue, be based in actual work with students and provide opportunities for peer observation, coaching and feedback.
Programme structure and content
· A series of online, academic-led twilight sessions across the academic year
Bursary/expenses
Each participant will have access to a bursary of up to £200 in the form of expenses. This is to cover travel costs, or relevant training or conferences.
Project funding
Participating NQTs will also have the opportunity to bid for money from the project fund to deliver projects and initiatives which aim to raise attainment (particularly amongst disadvantaged students).
